"Delivery ex stock” means immediate delivery direclly from stock
actually on hand.

"Delivery inlo consignees store or to his site” means delivered
and unloaded in the specified store or depot or on the specified
site in compliance with the conditions of the contract or order,
the supplier bearing all risks and charges involved until the
goods are so delivered and a valid receipt is obtained.

“Dumping” occurs when a private enterprise abroad market ils
goods on own initialive in the RSA at lower prices than that of the
country of origin and which have the potential to harm the local
industries in the RSA.

If it is a bid condition that goods to be produced or services to be
rendered should at any stage be subject to inspections, tests
and analyses, the bidder or contractor's premises shall be open, at
all reasonable hours, for inspection by a representative of the
purchaser or organization acting on behalf of the purchaser.

If there are no inspection requirements indicated in the bidding
