TERMS OF REFERENCE
RFQ Request for Wreckage Storage for a period of three (3) years
1. Introduction

The Accident Incident and Investigations Division (AIID) is a division within The South African Civil Aviation Authority (SACAA) mandated with enhancing safety through the investigation of aviation accidents and incidents with the aim of preventing the recurrence, in the Republic of South Africa, in line with Civil Aviation Authority Act (the Act), and in accordance with the standards and recommended practices (SARP’s) prescribed by the ICAO Annexure 13. 
The SACAA, as prescribed by the Civil Aviation Act as well as the Public Finance Management Act (PFMA), 1999 (Act No.1 of 1999) is a Schedule 3A public entity.
2. Background
2.1. AIID is seeking suitable providers of hangar/storage space for the storage of wreckages at major airports in South Africa.

2.2. The successful provider will not be entitled to a retainer fee; however, payment will be made on an as and when required basis based on the space and duration used at the time. 
2.3. SACAA shall conclude a Service Level Agreement (SLA) with the appointed service provider of storage space.
3. Scope of Work
3.1. The services are required from each facility included below but is not limited to the following airports:

3.1.1 Areas are (King Shaka, Cape Town (CT) International Airport and OR Tambo International Airport (ORTIA) 
3.1.2 The size of the required facilities is 200-400 sq meters (inclusive of office space) with 
a. Hoist and crane ready

b. Airplane service docks 

c. Ground-support equipment (ability to setup)  
3.1.3 Office/Administration 

d. no less than 4 offices

e. Cabinets and built-in furniture
3.1.4 Hazardous materials storage
3.1.4 The facilities must be the airport or within 1 to 15km range from those major airports
3.1.5 The facilities must have a car parking andamenities (bathrooms, locker rooms etc)
3.1.6 The facilities must have a controlled access or in a Secured area. 
NB: A bidder need to have facilities in all the indicated airports to be
       considered.
4. CONTRACT DURATION 
The commitment period of the Service Level Agreement (SLA) with the service provider will be three (years).

5. Content of the Proposal 
The bidders must include the following in their submission:

5.1. Bidder’s company profile, which must include the Directors, Partners and/or Associates in the firm.
5.2. The bidder must provide a full list of all facilities available that includes items listed in clause 3 above.
5.3. In addition to 6.2 bidders must propose costing for all additional facilities available.
5.4. A contingency plan for instances where identified spaces may not be available for a specific requirement at a specific time.

5.5. A Miscellaneous cost such as electricity, water, cleaning.
6. Evaluation Criteria
Bidders will be evaluated in accordance with the Supply Chain Management Policies as well as the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework, 2000 (Act No. 5 of 2000) and Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2022.

7.3   PHASE 3: Price and SPECIFIC GOAL (B-BBEE STATUS LEVEL OF 
  CONTRIBUTOR)
Bidders who comply with the requirements of this bid will be evaluated according to the preference point scoring system as determined in the Preferential Procurement Regulations, 2022 pertaining to the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act, Act No 5 of 2000. 

For this bid 80 points will be allocated for Price and 20 points for a specific goal in a form of a B-BBEE status level of contributor. 

The value of this RFQ is estimated NOT to exceed R50 000 000 (all applicable taxes included) and therefore the 80/20 preference point system shall be applicable.
7.3.1 The following PPPFA formula is used to evaluate price:
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Ps     = Points scored for price of the bid under consideration.

Pt      = Rand value of bid under consideration.

Pmin = Rand value of lowest acceptable bid.

Only bidders that have achieved the minimum qualifying points on functionality will be evaluated further in accordance with the 80/20 preference point system as follows:

Points for this bid shall be awarded for: 

(a) Price; and

(b) Specific Goal (B-BBEE Status Level of Contributor).
