1. Purpose

The purpose of this document is to request quotations from approved Microsoft partners with experience, expertise, and skills for implementing the Project Online phase two for management of the projects. The phase two will also include the training of users to increase adoption rate for phase one, phase two implementation, support and skills transfer to the internal team.  

2. Background

PRASA has embarked on an initiative of implementing a project, portfolio and program solution that will assist the business with effective management of the projects (both capital projects and operational project) with a reporting solution.

The project solution which has been implemented for phase one is Project Online with Power BI as PRASA has an enterprise agreement with Microsoft and is licensed for the solutions. 

Phase one implementation was done and signed-off however the challenge became the required adoption rate as this was done during the lockdown period due to the pandemic. This has posed a challenge to the required adoption rate to ensure that the solution is utilized optimally. Over and above the adoption rate, during the initial implementation phase a number of enhancements were requested by business which will be outlined in the scoping area.

The aim of the phase one is to ensure that the adoption rate is increased, and this will include training of business users (Program and project managers) and technical users to start utilizing the solution optimally. General

No servant or agent of PRASA has authority to vary these conditions orally.  These general conditions of purchase are subject to such further special conditions as may be prescribed in writing by PRASA in the order/contract.

Price and payment

The price or rates for the items stated in the order/contract may include an amount for price adjustment, which is calculated in accordance with the formula stated in the order/contract.  The Supplier may be paid in one currency other than South African Rand.  Only one exchange rate is used to convert from this currency to South African Rand.  Payment to the Supplier in this currency other than South African Rand, does not exceed the amounts stated in the order/contract.  PRASA pays for the item within 30 days of receipt of the Suppliers correct tax invoice.

Delivery and documents
