A compulsory clarification meeting, with representatives of the Employer, will take place at the KwaDukuza Municipality: PMU BUILDING-BOARDROOM/OUTSIDE OPEN PARKING(BACK ENTRY), 2 Industria Crescent, KwaDukuza, 4450 on 
21 SEPTEMBER 2022, starting at 10H00 am. Failure to attend the compulsory clarification meeting will disqualify the bidder. Only those contractors who are in possession of a tender document shall be permitted to attend and participate in discussion at the compulsory clarification meeting. Doors to the venue will be closed at 10H00. NO LATE BIDDERS WILL BE PERMITTED TO ATTEND.

Tenders shall be placed in sealed envelopes, endorsed with TENDER NO. MN 145/2022 THE SUPPLY AND DELIVERY OF CLEAR REFUSE BIN BAGS FOR A THREE (3) YEAR CONTRACT PERIOD be placed in the Tender Box at the SCM Municipal Offices, No. 2 Industria Crescent, KwaDukuza, Lavoipierre Building, SCM Offices not later than 12h00 on 30 SEPTEMBER 2022, at which time the tenders will be opened in public.  Tenders are to be submitted on the tender documentation provided by the Municipality. Late, electronic, or faxed tenders will not be accepted.  

Tenders will be evaluated and adjudicated according to the following criteria: -
· 80/20 preference points system will apply in terms of the Preferential Procurement Regulation. 2017 (B-BBEE Status Level of Contribution - an original or certified copy of the certificate is required). 
· Contractor shall be registered on the National Treasury’s Central Supplier Database.
· Council’s Supply Chain Management Policy and other applicable legislations.
· Prices tendered must be firm and inclusive of VAT.
· Contractor shall provide the Municipality with a compliance clearance PIN to verify your tax compliance status.
· A copy of the most recent municipal account / utility bill (Not older than 3 months) in which the business is registered, District municipality (water) and Local municipality (rates, electricity and other) or if the bidder is a tenant then a letter or certificate from the landlord indicating that the levies are not in arrears OR a letter from the ward councillor or an Affidavit stating that the ward in which the business operates is exempted from paying rates, electricity and water.
· The tender offer validity period will be 90 consecutive days
· The contract shall be for a period of three  (3) years.
· TENDERERS MUST SCORE A MINIMUM OF 80 POINTS IN ORDER FOR THE TENDER TO BE ELIGIBLE IN TERMS OF THE STANDARD CONDITIONS OF TENDER (as amended):

	· Three (3) similar projects in last five years and reference letters by all referees confirming that the bidder is competent and capable of executing the works. (20 points)
· Two (2) similar projects and reference letters by all referees confirming that the bidder is competent and capable of executing the works. (10 points)
· One (1) similar project and a reference letter by the referee confirming that the bidder is competent and capable of executing the works. (5 points)

	Tenderers must submit letters of appointment and clients’ reference letters for each project. Contact details of referees must be provided for verification purposes. 

	Quality control 
	Length and width of the plastic: 
· Length – 910 mm
· Width -  760 mm

	Tenderers must submit a sample of a clear bin bag with the length and width size as specified.

	
	Strength of a plastic. 
· The seal and the body of the plastic must be able to withstand a ten-minute tensile loading of 20 kg without failure.

	Tenderers must submit a sample of a clear  bin bag that will withstand 20 kg without failure.

	
	Thickness of the plastic bag 
· Thickness must not be less than 30 microns and minimum of 30 grams per bag.

	Tenderers must submit a sample of a clear bin bag with the thickness as specified.

	
	Gusseted 
· The plastic must be gusseted on the sides.

	Tenderers must submit a sample of a clear bin bag gusseted on the sides.

	
	Printing on the plastics
· The samples must be printed in 25 mm “KWADUKUZA MUNICIPALITY” 
At the bottom printed “NOT FOR SALE”.

	Tenderers must submit a sample of a clear  bin bag printed as specified.

	
	Certified copies of valid  certificate SABS or any institution endorsed by SABS.
· The bidder must submit a certificate for a clear plastic bin bag sample provided.
