	SCOPE OF WORK total area 825m2
Concrete work
· Remove existing concrete slab and dispose to land field total area 825m2.
· Remove steel/brick feeding trough and re-build behind stable 166.

· Demolish 1.1m (h) x 20m (l) brick wall and replace with wooden poles (treated with CCA)
· Excavate 500mm deep, fill with G4 gravel 350mm, and top-up 150mm thickness with 20mpa concrete slab in blocks and slope it for water control and erect from stable entrance.
· Slab reinforced with steel mesh 6 mm.

· Remove rust on all poles, paint with primer and silver paint.

· The poles to be planted should be CCA treated poles (H3 treatment) between 200 and 250mm thick and 2100mm in length.

· Concrete will be supplied by the contractor.
· Planted poles shall be treated with carbolineum, supplied by the contractor.
· The contractor shall ensure that all poles are properly fitted into the bottom of the holes, and properly levelled.

Refitting of horizontal poles shall be done with M12 galvanised threaded rods, fitted with nuts and washers.
