4.1. In terms of Regulation 4(2); 5(2); 6(2) and 7(2) of the Preferential Procurement Regulations, preference points must be awarded for specific goals stated in the tender. For the purposes of this tender the tenderer will be allocated points based on the goals stated in table 1 below as may be supported by proof/ documentation stated in the conditions of this tender:  
4.2. In cases where organs of state intend to use Regulation 3(2) of the Regulations, which states that, if it is unclear whether the 80/20 or 90/10 preference point system applies, an organ of state must, in the tender documents, stipulate in the case of—

APPOINTMENT OF A QUALIFIED AND REPUTABLE SERVICE PROVIDER TO SUPPLY, DELIVER AND REFILL DIESEL ON THE NEDLAC POWER GENERATOR


1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1 The National Economic Development and Labour Council (Nedlac) is a statutory body that was established through the Nedlac Act No. 35 of 1994 and operates under the terms of the Nedlac Constitution. Nedlac’s vision is to promote growth, equity and participation through social dialogue.

1.2 Nedlac has one office nationally with an employee compliment of +-fifty (50) staff 
members and external stakeholders/social partners. Before the Covid-19 pandemic, on   average +- sixty (60) people would use the facilities on a daily basis. The office is situated at 14A Jellicoe Avenue in Rosebank, Johannesburg.  


2. PURPOSE

2.1	Nedlac requires services of a reputable and experienced service provider to supply, deliver and refill diesel on the power generator at Nedlac for a period of 36 months (three years).

2.2 The objective of this exercise is to ensure reliable and uninterrupted supply of electricity
 to the Nedlac building during municipal and national power interruptions.


3. SCOPE OF WORK

3.1 Nedlac requires services of a reputable and experienced service provider to supply, deliver and refill diesel to the John Deere diesel powered power generator at Nedlac house, for a period of 36 months (three years).

The service provider is expected to do the following:

a) Supply, deliver and refill the John Deere power generator with diesel, as and when needed, for a period of 36 months (three years).

b) Supply the correct type of diesel authorised to power John Deere power generators.

c) Observe all safety regulations related to the supply, delivery and refilling of diesel into the power generator.

d) Ensure the use of approved safety equipment associated with the delivery and refilling of fuel into power generators. 

e) Conduct a site visit prior to quoting.


3.2 The details of the power generator are as follows:

Manufacturer:  John Deere Model No. 6068TF158
Fuel tank capacity:  400 litres.


4. REQUIREMENTS OF THE SERVICE PROVIDER

4.1 The service provider must meet the following mandatory requirements:

a) Provide proof of up to date membership with Fuel Retailers Association (FRA) or equivalent body.

b) Provide proof of up to date petroleum wholesale license as issued by the Department of Mineral Resources and Energy (DMRE).

c) Have a minimum of five (5) years relevant work experience in the supply, delivery and refilling of diesel to power generators.

d) Provide an itemised plan indicating cost per litre over the thirty-six-month period, delivery costs and any other related costs. 

e) Provide a list of similar projects completed in the last five (5) years.

f) Provide at least five (5) signed reference letters and contactable references for similar projects completed in the last five (5) years. 

g) The bidding provider should be within the Gauteng jurisdiction to allow for efficient and timeous deliveries.

h) Provide a company profile.
