The Department of Tourism currently uses 2X CISCO 6509-E Core Switches as distribution and Layer 3 28X48 port CISCO 3750 POE Access Switches. A 1GE module in each Core switch provides 1Gig Layer 3 fibre connections to all the Server farm and Access switches. All the switch stacks are connected to the Core Switch with redundancy fibre links at a speed of 1GB. The WI-FI Controller and 32 Access points on the floors are integrated with the Local Area Network.
