1. SPECIFICATION

CEF (SOC) seeks the services a plumbing consumables retailer/supplier to supply &
deliver additional plumbing consumables to Polokwane municipality for the National
Solar Water Heater Project.

The bidder must be able to meet the required lead times, which is seven (7)

working days to deliver material after order confirmation.

All the material to be supplied must be SABS approved and/or approved by

other recognised approving bodies.

¢ If two or more tenders score an equal total number of points, the contract must be
awarded to the tenderer that scored the highest points for specific goals, and if
two or more tenderers score equal total points in all respects, the award must be

decided by the drawing of lots.
