The Contractor shall perform all tests that may be required to ensure that the supplied equipment is ready for hand over and use by the Employer. The commissioning and site acceptance tests shall be conducted at the Kusile site. The Contractor shall supply all labour, materials, plant, and equipment for the required tests. Supplied equipment shall be subject to a commissioning run to ensure that the equipment is operating in accordance with their specified conditions. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to arrange for the witnessing of test activities with the Employer’s representative. 2.9 Preservation and storage instructions and information Supply Requirements
The Supplier shall provide all labour, equipment, materials, equipment, plant tools and resources required to complete the specified scope of Works.
Procedure for Delivery of Goods
Prior delivery of goods, the Contractor to submit material technical data sheets for all supplied items for review and verification.

The Employer’s representatives shall inspect the goods upon arrival on site. The Contractor to allow a period of three (3) days for the completion of inspections from the date of delivery. In the event that supplied goods are rejected after inspection, the Employer shall notify the Contractor of such rejection. The Contractor shall rectify the goods within a period agreed upon between the Employer and the Contractor.

Preservation, Shipping and Transportation

The Contractor shall retain the requested information for the entire life cycle ofthe plant and provide these to the Employer on prior written notice at any time notwithstanding the expiry or termination of the contract.
