Site Briefing

-Compulsory site briefing so that the buildings can be assessed.
Contingency 

-10% of the project price

Safety 

-Contractor will provide all PPE, ladder, and scaffolding for their workers as required when a person works in an elevated position. Work will be stopped in case proper protection equipment is not found with the workers and a lapse of time will at the part of the contractor.

- The contractor will make sure that all the arrangements for the work are in working conditions are safe in all respect, under no circumstance, ARC will be held responsible for any incident that happens on the site due to negligence of the contractor/ worker.
