[bookmark: _Toc435315879]The purpose of this RFB is to invite Suppliers (hereinafter referred to as “bidders”) to submit Bids on behalf of the Western Cape Department of the Premier: e-Innovation, for the appointment of a service provider to supply and deliver LAN Infrastructure equipment at various sites throughout the metro area at the Western Cape Government: Department of Health (WCDOH), Cape Town.

The Department of Premier is the strategic partner that must enable ICTs, with the provincial
strategic game changer of broadband at all facilities.
The Department of Premier Ce-I Infrastructure Support need to implement network
infrastructure for the Department of Health, which will include (but not restricted to) VOIP, WAN & LAN network access & Wi-Fi. 
The Department of the Premier: Chief Directorate: (CGIS) 5-year Infrastructure refresh plan highlighted immediate risks with aged infrastructure with the existing critical Cisco Core node 6500’s switch platform at the above-mentioned sites being earmarked for urgent replacement.
The replacement of this equipment is primarily due to the ongoing device failures of these platforms, as well as vendors not being able to replace components due to end-of-life (e.o.l) status. 
These hospitals serve patients in key areas of the Western Cape and therefor reliable ICT infrastructure is required. The Core switch replacements will also aid WCDOH with the ability to achieve their set objectives in providing efficient and effective Healthcare.

7.1.4 DELIVERY ADDRESS

7.1.5 DELIVERY SCHEDULE

(b) The Supplier to provide a detailed project plan and work break down schedule within 1 week after the SITA order has been placed on the vendor.
