7. PREFERENCE POINT SYSTEM

The tender will be evaluated on the 80/20 Preference Points system as prescribed by the Preferential Procurement Policy Framework Act 5 of 2000, and Points will be awarded to a bidder for attaining the B-BBEE status level of contribution in accordance with legislation.

8. EVALUATION PROCESS TO BE FOLLOWED
Evaluation of proposals – All proposals will be evaluated by a team for functionality, price and B-BBEE. Based on the results of the evaluation process, Ikhala College will approve the awarding of the contract to successful tenderer.

A two-phase evaluation process will be followed.
a) The first phase, Technical Proposal, includes functionality, local presence and experience relevant to the nature of the project.
b) The functionality evaluation will be based on the criteria as listed underneath.
c) Pricing Proposals will only be considered after functionality phase has been adjudicated and accepted. Only proposals that achieved a minimum qualification score of 60% for functionality will be evaluated further using the preference points system.
d) The 80/20 preference point system will be used where 80 points will be dedicated to price and 20 points to B-BBEE status.
e) Proposals with functionality points of less than the pre-determined minimum overall percentage of 60% and less than 50% on any of the individual criteria will be eliminated from further evaluation.

**Non-firm price is all prices other than “firm” prices.
