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1 Description of the service
1.1 Executive overview 
Eskom Holdings SOC Limited supports government’s commitment to waste management, ensuring the protection of South Africa’s environment.  This is defined specifically in the National Waste Management Strategy (NWMS) of 2011, the National Environmental Management Act, 1998 (Act 107 of 1998), and the National Environmental Management Waste Act, 2008 (Act 59 of 2008), as amended, not excluding other relevant environmental legislation and international agreements to which South Africa is a party, as well as the Occupational Health and Safety Act and its Regulations and municipal by-laws, as amended.

3 Health and safety, the environment and quality assurance
3.1 Health and safety risk management

The supplier shall always comply with the health and safety requirements prescribed by law as they may apply to the services.
The supplier shall comply with the Eskom’s health and safety requirements below.

SAFETY
In terms of Eskom’s, SHE policy (32-94), Eskom adopt a very strict stance on ensuring adherence to prescribed Safety Regulations. Strict compliance with OHS Act is vital, and ALL submissions required in terms of Contractor Regulations, as contained in the Act, must be received by Eskom.  All Service Providers are also expected to adhere to Eskom’s SHE Guidelines (32-524), which must be adhered to always, and the successful Service Provider must also sign a Section 37(2) Agreement which stipulates our SHE specifications. NO Tenders will be accepted from any Service Provider who is UNABLE to comply with any Eskom’s SHE requirements. 
Again, of extreme importance are Eskom’s life Saving Rules which are non-negotiable health and safety rules which must not be broken down under any circumstances. It must also be highlighted that Eskom takes a stance of ZERO TOLERANCE to violation of these rules applicable to any person entering Eskom sites.

RULE 1: Open, Isolate, Test, Earth, Bond and/or Insulate BEFORE Touch (for any plant operating above 1000V)
No person may work on any network unless:

· He/she is trained and authorised as competent for the task to be done,

· A pre-task risk assessment to identify all risks and hazards has been conducted prior to any work commencing.
· An equipotential zone is created for each worker on the job site by earthing, bonding, and/or insulating according to approved procedures

· All conducting material is connected, all staff on site wear electrical safety shoes, and insulating techniques are applied according to standards; and

· An authorised person/team leader has certified and shown all staff that the apparatus is safe to work on.

NB: In the case of live work, this must be conducted according to standards and procedure while maintaining a minimum safe working clearance.

RULE 2: HOOK UP AT HEIGHTS

Working at heights is defined as any work performed above a stable work surface or were a person puts himself/herself in a position where he/she exposes himself/herself to a fall from or into. 

No person may work at height were there is a risk of falling unless:

· A pre-task risk assessment to identify all risk and hazards has been conducted prior to commencing any work at height.

· He/she is appropriately trained.

· He/she is appropriately secured during ascending and descending.

· He/she is using an approved fall arrest system where applicable

RULE 3: BUCKLE UP

No person may drive any vehicle on Eskom business and/or Eskom promises:

Unless the driver and all passengers are wearing seat belts

RULE 4: BE SOBER

No person is allowed to work under the influence of drugs and alcohol or may drive any vehicle on Eskom business and/or on Eskom premises:

“Under the influence” means the use of alcohol, drugs, and/or controlled substances to the extent that individual/s:
· Faculties are in any way impaired by the consumption or use of the substance; or

· Is unable to perform in a safe, productive manner; or

· Has a level of any such substance in their body greater than 0.02% blood alcohol concentration.

This includes any level of illegal substance in the body, irrespective of when used.

RULE 5: HAVE PERMIT TO WORK
Where an authorisation limitation exists, no person shall work without the required Permit to Work (PTW), which is governed by the Plant Safety Regulations, Operating Regulations for High Voltage Systems (ORHVS) etc.

No plant is to return to service without cancellation of all permits on that plant in accordance with the procedure.

3.2 Environmental constraints and management

The Contractor shall comply with the environmental criteria and constraints as per Eskom’s requirements.
