The existing borehole is currently out of commission and requires a comprehensive technical assessment to determine its condition and viability. The purpose of this assignment is to establish whether the borehole can be rehabilitated and restored to operational status or whether a replacement borehole will need to be drilled.
2. PROJECT OBJECTIVE
The objective of this appointment is to undertake a professional assessment of the existing borehole and provide Ncome Museum with a comprehensive report containing findings, conclusions and recommendations regarding the most appropriate remedial action.
3. SCOPE OF WORK
The appointed contractor shall undertake a single site visit to Ncome Museum and perform all necessary investigations required to assess the condition of the existing borehole, including but not limited to:

    3.1 Inspection of the borehole headworks and associated infrastructure.

    3.2 Assessment of the borehole casing, pump installation, and ancillary 
          equipment where accessible.

 3.3 Determination of the likely causes of the borehole failure or non-
      functionality.

  3.4 Evaluation of the structural and operational condition of the borehole.

  3.4 Assessment of the feasibility of rehabilitating and restoring the existing  

       borehole.

  3.5 Determination of whether a replacement borehole is required.

  3.6  Determination of whether groundwater is still present and accessible at  

    the current borehole location, including an assessment of the borehole’s   

     water-   bearing capacity and potential yield.
  3.7 Any diagnostic testing deemed necessary by the contractor to support the 
     assessment, including pump testing, water level measurements, borehole 
      camera inspections, or other appropriate investigations.

   4.5 Identification of probable causes of failure or operational challenges.
   4.6 Feasibility assessment of rehabilitating the existing borehole.
   4.7 Detailed recommendations on remedial measures required to restore the 
borehole, including indicative costs where possible.
  4.8 Determination of whether the existing borehole should be rehabilitated or 
       abandoned and replaced.
 4.9 Where a replacement borehole is recommended, provide a high-level scope of 
     works and indicative budget estimate for drilling and commissioning a new 
     borehole.
4.10 Photographic record of the inspection.
